Augusta Expo is a not-for-profit event
and community center. It is not a part of the Augusta County
government or the Augusta County Fair, as those are their own, two
separate organizations. Expo is an event facility that leases out spaces
for private events and celebrations, business meetings, community
events (such as Red Cross Blood Drives and Relay for Life) and the
Augusta County Fair, which happened this month, plus other events,
like those that were held in June: the Skyline Kennel Club and
Shenandoah Valley Kennel Club Dog Shows, a Flea Market, the
Exoticon Reptile Expo, an Augusta County Cornhole Tournament, an
Online Hay Auction, and four private parties.

Augusta Expo does promote, manage, and run just our two shows,
the Fall Arts and Craft Show in November and the Spring Crafts and
More Show in March. All other events that are held at Augusta Expo
are run by outside promoters, organizations, or are private
celebrations. So when it is asked, “What is Augusta Expo?”, the answer
is, “Augusta Expo is THE place to GO!" for entertainment, resources
for businesses, and space for your events and celebrations!
